“We are proud to announce that within hours of being notified about the fishermen who went 

to sea before the storm and had not returned, we successfully located and brought them to 

safety. Additionally, the JDF supported the Jamaica Public Service Company (JPS Co) by 

conducting transmission line surveys to aid in the swift and safe restoration of electrical power 

across the island,” Vice Admiral Wemyss-Gorman said.
